Perfect love cast out all fear

Scripture reading - 2 Corinthians V 6

Key verse 8: No matter what the general report, we have been chosen as vessels to show forth that we are the genuine articles and in order to do this we must be tested and tried.

In order to understand why God allows situations to arise we need to understand 

PROCESS

1) God is always at work around you.

2) God pursues a love relationship.

3) God’s invites you to be involved in his work-your response and attitude shows your thoughts about God.

4) God leads by the spirit 

5) A crisis of belief requires faith in action

6) ADJUST your life to be in the will of God.

7) Experience God by being obedient – you will begin to know him in a new way.

Look at Abraham, other examples Moses and the burning bush.

We need to understand that when God allows trials in our lives it is not to injure or kill us.  Primarily it is to draw us closer to him so that we can begin to know him in a new way and to take us to a new level in him.   God does not appoint fires that are not appropriate for us; otherwise he provides a way of escape.  We don’t need to be concerned with others because God gives tests according to his measure.  

God’s desire is to bring beauty from the ashes.  When we experience a trial or great loss our first reaction is to become irritated and we often isolate ourselves from our peers.  If we do not learn how to release the ashes from the fires which our heavenly Father allows we can feel as though we have been burnt by life and retreat into depression.  God’s desire is that we allow him to bring something beautiful from the experience we have endured.  If we can allow our hearts and tears to be cradled by God he will birth beauty through a ministry, promotion, new job: trust God in the fire and allow God once you are through the fire.  When something dies in us God uses the ashes to birth something new.

Intimacy

Intimacy is to know him in a personal way - he is my healer.

When we begin to form an intimate relationship with our creator, he becomes our first response to daily living.  This simply means he is the first person I want to talk to in the morning; we wait for him and trust him in the situation because we understand his perfect will.

Romans 8 V 18 says -  ‘For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us.’

We need to trust that God is orchestrating our lives because we are predestined according to the purpose of him who works all things after the counsel of his own will.  He chose you before the foundation of the world for a specific purpose.

Scripture Reference - Ephesians 1 V 11

So therefore let us submit ourselves as John the Baptist did, “I must decrease so he can increase.” We need to develop our spirit to become in tune with God; true son ship means we must be lead by his spirit.  If we are sons of Christ we must truly reflect his character and also have his temperament.  The son must bring glory to the father.

Believe and declare that God has it all in control; you can trust him to defend you, speak on your behalf and ultimately deliver you from the fire. Do not despise your fire it’s the place of refining for what needs to be removed, but must importantly it is the place for you and I to become intimate with our Father, to know something about him we didn’t previously know before.

The Lord has not given us the spirit of fear but of power love and a sound mind.  When we become perfected in his agape love, the love that comes directly from God we rest patiently in him and expect him to perform the good thoughts he has for us in due season.

Let us confess the sin of unbelief and be liberated in Christ Jesus, there is now no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus.   
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
